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  Stop Letting Fear Stand In Your Way 

Are you letting any of these excuses get in the way of your dreams? I

can't because I don't have enough money. Not enough time. Too old. Too

young. I can't because (you fill in the blank).  All of these excuses are

simply fear in disguise.

There's fear of failure, fear of the unknown, fear of rejection. How about too

little confidence in our abilities? Yep, that's a good one too. Oh, let's not

forget perfectionism. If you can't do something perfectly, then why bother to

do it at all? The list goes on and on. It's time to say "enough" and stop

making excuses.

Everyone experiences fear at one time or another. We've all been there,

done that. The truth is that our scary thoughts are usually so much worse

than the reality. When I start a big project or try something new, self-doubt

and fear surfaces. But here's what I know --

Waiting doesn't work. Fear doesn't just disappear on it's own. Waiting for

everything to be "just right" doesn't work.

These three steps work for

me and will work for you too:

 1) Be crystal clear on what you want. Then begin.  No wishy-washy

commitments allowed. If you really want something, you've gotta be willing

to put in the time and effort to make it happen. Changing your life for the

better is a journey, not a day trip. Where you are right now is just the

starting point, not the finish line. If you're fighting an illness, involved in a

miserable relationship, or bogged down in a rotten job, you're not stuck

there forever -- unless you never begin. 

 2) Write your goal down WITH A DEADLINE and post it where you see

it every day. A deadline builds in some accountability. With no

accountability, it's too easy to keep making excuses for not doing what

needs to be done. Having my goals where I see them every day gives me

the little shove to keep moving, even if fears start creeping in.

 3) Take action EVERY SINGLE DAY. Have a NO EXCUSES

APPROACH. I know that it's up to me to move ahead. No one can do it for

me. There are times when I'm not feeling particularly inspired, when

money's a little tight, or I'm super-busy, but that's no excuse not to do

SOMETHING. My action steps might be giant leaps some days, baby steps

other days. The key is action every day.

 If you want to change your life, you have to commit to taking at least one

step toward your goal every day. Then, do it! No excuses!
